1. Reflect & Analyze First Impressions 
Share your early reactions to the book and include the cover: 

●​ Character, Theme, or Setting Reflection 
●​ Reflect on an important character, event, theme, or setting. 
●​ Quote Analysis 
●​ Analyze a meaningful quote and explain its importance. 

 
2. Book Review 
Give the book a rating and discuss strengths and weaknesses. 
 
3. Compare & Connect 
Connect the book to another text, film, historical event, or real-world issue. 
 
4. Create & Reimagine Rewrite the Story 
Rewrite an important scene or ending and explain your choices. 
 
5. Character Journal Entry 
Write from a character’s perspective during a key moment. 
 
6. Dramatic Monologue 
Perform or record a monologue from a character’s perspective. 



 
7. Poetry or Song Lyrics 
Write an original poem or song inspired by the text. 
 
8. Fake Text Messages or Social Media Posts 
Create digital interactions between characters. 
 
9. Multimedia & Design Book Trailer 
Create a book trailer for the novel. Find examples online if necessary. 
 
10. Music Connection 
Choose a song that connects to the story and explain why. 
 
11. Mood Board or Visual Collection 
Create visuals representing themes, settings, or characters. 
 
12. Character Avatars or Casting Choices 
Design avatars or cast actors for key characters. 
 
13. Playlist for the Novel 
Create a playlist inspired by the story. 
 
14. Connect to the Real World  
Connect the text to a current issue or news story. 
 
15. Newspaper Article — Breaking News! 
Report on an important event from the book like a journalist. 
 
16. Mapping the Journey 
Use Google Earth or Maps to explore important locations. 
 
17. Letter to the Author 
Write a thoughtful letter to the author.​ ​ ​ ​ ​
